The panel will expect to see recent work and they will need to know something about you and your training and background. Supporting material such as sketchbooks and photographs will be helpful. 

During the interview the panel will consider –

· Quality of design. (Composition, expression, etc.)
· Quality of execution. (Craft skill, use of material, technique, etc.)
· Quality of originality. (Taste, style, creativity, aesthetic, etc.)

· Quality of presentation. (Finish, mounting, framing, pricing, etc.)

· Overall quality of the applicant. (Maturity of style, productivity, etc)
Notification - The election panel’s decision will be sent to applicants in writing within ten days of the interview. All successful applicants are accepted as Associate Members, and will be allocated a member contact and receive a members’ Introductory Pack. In the case of those applicants who are unsuccessful, an explanatory letter will provide the reasons for the decision. The election panel’s decision is final and not open to negotiation. Unsuccessful applicants are open to make a new submission of work at a later date.
